I am to invite your attention to the reference cited and to inform you the
following, for further necessary action.

Sec 89(5) of the Registration Act, 1908 reads as follows:

“(5) Every court passing-

(a) any decree or order creating, declaring, transferring, limiting or
extinguishing any right, title or interest to or in immovable property in favour

of or of any person, or
(b) an order for attachment of immovable property or for the release of

any immovable property from attachment.
shall send a copy of such decree or other together with a memoraridum

describing the property, as far as may be practicable, in the manner required
by Sec.21, to the registering officer within the local limits of whose jurisdiction
the whole or any part of the immovable property comprised in such decree or

order is situate, and such officer shall file the copy of memorandum in his Book

No.1”.



Section 17(1) of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 deals with the
power of arbitral tribunals to issye interim orders. Sub section (2) of Section 17
further provides that subject to any orders passed in an appeal under Section
37, any order of the court fro all purposes and shall be enforceable under the
Code of civil procedure, 1908 in the same manner as if it were an order of the
court. The legislative intent appears to be to make the arbitral tribunal a
complete fora not only for finally adjudicating the disputes between the
parties, but to also order interim measures. Though Arbitral tribunals are not
courts in the strict sense, since their interim as well as final orders are
enforceable and since, it is specifically stated in Section 17 that any order
issued by the arbitral tribunal under this section shall be deemed to be an order

of the court for all purposes, the registering officer shall file the copy of the
memorandum in his Book No.1.
