o Rule 6, the Registrar is satisfied that the marriage has been solemnized, he may enter
she particulars of the marriage in the register and issue a certificate of Anand Marriage in
FormiV.

(a) the marriage between the parties has not been performed in accordance with
Anand Marriage ceremony; or
(b) the identity of the parties or the witnesses testifying the solemnization of the
marriage is not established; or
(c) the documents tendered before him do not prove the marital status of the parties,

. 8. Refusal of registration of Anand Marriage.— The Registrar may, for reasons

The Sikh form of wedding ceremony eventually received legal sanction
through the Anand Marriage Act which was adopted in 1909. The 4nrand Kuraf
meaning “Blissful Union” or “Jovful Untan”, is now universally observed by the
Sikhs.  On 8/6/2012, Union Government promulgated the Anand Marriage
(Amendment) Act 2012 (29 of 2012). Section 6 of the Act provide for
registration of marriage for the purposes of facilitation of proof of marriage
ceremony. By virtue of section 6(1) of the Act, the State Government issued the
Kerala Anand Marriages Registration Rules, 2014, It 1s reported thai Sikhy faced
problems abroad as their certificates were issued under Hindu Marriage Act.
The Government have felt that issuing of certain guidelines regarding the
registration of marriages of Sikhs is helptul for the registration of sikh marriages
in the State. Hence following guidelines are issued tfor strict observance.

1) Deputy Director of Panchavath of each revenue District shall be the
District Registrar of the revenue District concerned (Marriage Registrar} in
their respective area for registration of sikh marriage under the Kerala
Anand Marriage Registration Rules.

(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicatc
its general purport.)

Rule 3 of the Kerala Anand Marriages Registration Rules, 2014 empowers
the Government to authorise an officer of the State Government ot of a local
authority by notification in the Gazette, to be Registrar of Marriages for the
purpose of registration of Anand Marriages solemnized in the State of Kerala.
Accordingly, Government have decided to authorise the Registrars of Births
and Deaths appointed under the Registration of Births and Deaths Act, 1969
(Central Act 18 of 1969) in the local authorities to be the Registrar of Marriages
in their respective areas of Jurisdiction for exercising the power conferred under
the said Rules.

The notification is intended to achicve the above object.
